Matthew 28:19-20a (KJV) 
Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of 
the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: ​20 ​ Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I 
have commanded you . . .  

 

 ​     The Direction 

 

Luke 24:45-48 (NIV) 
Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. ​46 ​ He told them, 
"This is what is written: The Christ will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day, ​47  
and repentance and forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, 
beginning at Jerusalem. ​48 ​ You are witnesses of these things.  

 

Acts 1:8 (NIV) 
But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be  
my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the  
earth."  

 

2 Corinthians 5:17-20a (NIV) 
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has 
come! ​18 ​ All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us 
the ministry of reconciliation: ​19 ​ that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, 
not counting men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of 
reconciliation. ​20 ​ We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making 
his appeal through us.
